Music Title of unit: Three Little Birds
Style of main song: Reggae
Unit theme: Reggae and animals
Performance focus: Playing their instruments, following a given piece.

Listening: Discuss and recognise the structure of a song.  Identify the
instruments and voices they can hear in a song.  Find the pulse, whilst
listening to a song,  in a way that they choose e.g. dance, clap, march.  Find
the pulse and identify funky rhythms, tempo changes and dynamics.  Know
the style indicators for Reggae music.
Copying rhythms: Play and copy back rhythms, on a glockenspiel using up
to 2 notes (C + D).
Sing: In unison.
Play instruments: With the song by ear, or from notation.  Using up to 3
notes (C, D + E).
Improvise: using the up to 3 notes (C, D + E).
Compose: A simple melody using simple rhythms, choosing from notes C, D
+ E  or C, D, E,  F +  G. .
Know how pulse, rhythm and pitch work together to create a song.
