

You will need:

Lard,
Seeds,
Nuts,
Coconuts,
String

1. First you will need to crack the coconuts in half and scoop all the milk and flesh out.

2. Melt some lard in a sauce pan and stir until it is runny. 

3. Next pour the seeds and nuts into the runny lard and pour into the bottom of the coconut shells.

4. Make sure you get enough nuts and seeds in the coconut and then place them into a fridge until the lard sets.

5. When the lard has set tie some string around the coconut shells facing upwards.

6. Finally your home made bird feeders are ready to hang up where ever you like.
